In 2007, the Virginia General Assembly enacted a law to
establish a boating safety education compliance requirem
ent. This requirement does not apply to law enforcement
officers while engaged in their official duties.

The requirement for boating safety education is phased
in over several years and applies to all PWC operators an
d operators of motorboats of 10hp and greater.

To better educate the boating public the Nansemond
River Power Squadron will hold a Safe Boating Class at
the club-house on 3 consecutive Monday evenings on
July 12, 19th and July 26th.
